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Vessel sinksnearKerala coast,
sparkshazardous fuel leak fears
Puja das & shine jacob
NewDelhi/Chennai, 25May

Kerala isonhighalertoveraposs-
ible spill of hazardous fuel along
its coast after a Liberia-flagged
containervesselMSCELSA3sank
on Saturday en route to Kochi
fromVizhinjam.
Of the 24 crew members, 21

were reportedly rescued by the
Navy and Coast Guard on Satur-
day. The crew of the ship
reportedly includes one Russian,
20Filipinos, twoUkrainians, and
oneGeorgian.
Currently, the vessel is lying

tilted in the sea near the Kerala
coast. And, the State Disaster
Management Authority has told
the people not to touch con-
tainers that wash ashore, as they
containhazardousmaterials.
The hazardous materials and

containersmay impact the Alap-
puzha or Kochi coast, according
tomedia reports.

TheKeralaStateDisasterMan-
agementAuthority (KSDMA)and
the Indian Coast Guard (ICG)
are currently conducting the
rescue operations. The National
Disaster Response Force (NDRF)
cannot do much as it does not
have ships or boats.
TheCoastGuard startedoper-

ations almost immediately, with

two ships dispatched within
twohours. “Inaddition to the two
ships initially deployed, the ICG
may have addedmore resources,
thoughit’sdifficult toconfirmthe
exact numbers. The vessel is
located around 30-odd nautical
miles off the south coast of
Kochi,”saidacentralgovernment
official.

There are two types of fuel the
ship has—marine gas oil (MGO)
and very low sulphur fuel oil
(VLSFO). Even a few hours after
theincident, therewasnospecific
informationabout a fuel leak.
Generally, although these oils

are expected to leak, it can take
time for leaks tooccuror, in some
cases, theymaynot leakatall, the
source added.
The Coast Guard is prepared

with necessary equipment to
manageapotential leak.
Its first step would be to con-

tain theoil spill bydeployingbar-
riers around the affected area.
This helps contain the spill as it
spreads on the surface. They also
have some chemicals to disperse
the oil, although this technology
hasnot beenextensively tested.
Ultimately, the decision on

how to proceed rests with the
CoastGuarddueto itsexpertise in
handling such situations, the
sourceadded.

Pvthospitals stepupvigil asCovid cases rise

Themilduptick inCovid-19 cases
haspromptedhospitals across the
country to ramp up surveillance
and reintroduce precautionary
protocols to prepare for and pre-
ventanypotential surges.
Though the Centre has not

issued any fresh guidelines, the
UnionHealthMinistryismonitor-
ingthesituationclosely,maintain-
ingthat it remainsundercontrol.
India on May 19 reported 257

active Covid cases, a rise of 164
casesinaweek.Whilethenumbers
remain low andmost cases mild,
theincreaseincaseshasledprivate
hospitals tostockuponessentials,
reinforce isolation protocols, and
issue advisories to high-risk
groups.
“Keeping the guidelines given

bythegovernmentandadvisories
from different bodies, we have

started using some precautions,
like using masks and identifying
high risk patients. We have got a
few Covid positive patients, and
wehavesecludedthem.However,
incaseofabiggerwave,wearepre-
pared with oxygenated beds as
well as ICU support with ventila-
tors,”JoyChakraborty,chiefoper-
atingofficer,PDHindujaHospital
& Medical Research Centre,
Mumbai said.
Maharashtra’s Public Health

Department confirmed that it is
testingpatientspresentingwithILI
(Influenza-Like Illness) and SARI
(Severe Acute Respiratory Infec-
tion) symptoms for Covid. From
January toMay 24, a total of 7,144
Covid tests have been conducted
across the state, with 257 testing
positive. Mumbai alone reported
213 cases inMay.However, all the
diagnosed patients are of mild
nature and so far, 87 patients have
recovered.

“The public is urged not to
panic. All diagnosed cases are
mild, and testing and treatment
areavailablethroughpublichealth
facilities,” thedepartmentsaid.
“At CalcuttaMedical Research

Institute (CMRI), we have started
marking oxygen-supported beds,
ensured stock checks on critical
supplies like Personal protective
equipment (PPE) kits, oxygen cyl-
inders, and antiviral drugs, and
strengthenedCovidscreeningpro-
tocols in ourEmergency andOPD
departments,” said Arup Halder,
PulmonologistatCMRI—CKBirla

Hospitals,Kolkata.
The hospital is also advising

patientswithmildflu-like symp-
toms to remain at home and
monitor oxygen levels, seeking
consultation only if symptoms
worsen. “Booster vaccinations
are being recommended for
high-riskgroups,particularlythe
elderly and immunocompro-
mised,” Halder added. The cur-
rently circulatingvariants—JN.1
and its sub-lineages LF.7 and
NB1.8—arehighlytransmissible,
thoughnotmore severe thanear-
lier strains, henoted.
In Pune, Ruby Hall Clinic is

maintainingasimilar levelofpre-
paredness. “We have not wit-
nessed a significant surge within
the hospital, but we are in a state
of readiness,” said PrasadMugli-
kar, medical director. “We cur-
rently have 10–12 dedicated
isolation beds and adequate test-
ing facilities.”
